DAY 1 SKIT
PREMISE: Two teenage siblings visit their uncle at his log cabin in the Arctic wilderness.
COSTUMES: Winter clothes and accessories.
PROPS: Breakfast table and chairs, breakfast food, cell phones, 3 Bibles.
(AMANDA, ALEX, and UNCLE GREG are sitting at the breakfast table the first morning of their stay.)
Amanda: (ignoring her breakfast trying to get a signal on her cell phone) Something’s wrong with my phone. Alex, do you have any signal? 
Alex: (with a mouth full of food) I dunno. 
UNCLE GREG: Nothing’s wrong with your phone, Amanda. We don’t have cell service here.
Amanda: What? How can you have no cell service?!? 
Uncle Greg: Well, Amanda, the reality is . . . I live in a cabin in the middle of the Arctic. My closest neighbor is over 100 miles away, and it’s a good three hours by bush plane to the nearest town. 
Alex: (stops eating) And I thought mom was joking when she told me there was no TV.
Amanda: Wait, what? There’s no TV either? So what are we supposed to do for three weeks?

Uncle Greg: (smiling) Well, let’s see . . . were those schoolbooks that I saw in your things? You could get a jumpstart on your studies.
AMANDA: That was mom’s idea.
Alex: Yeah, well, I’ll tell you right now, there’s no way I’m doing homework for three weeks. (he shudders) I want to drive the snowmobile!
Amanda: No way. Uncle Greg, you definitely do not want him driving your snowmobile.
Alex: Ah, come on. I just passed my driver’s test . . . barely.
Uncle Greg: Hi guys, remember me, your favorite uncle? The same uncle who hasn’t seen you in three years and is excited to spend some time with you?
Amanda: Of course we’re going to spend time with you, Uncle Greg! And we’re excited, but . . . . (looks to ALEX for help)
Alex: But . . . you can’t spend all your time entertaining us. I mean, you’ve got work to do.  
Uncle Greg: And you can help me! That’s part of the fun of living in the wilderness. 
AMANDA: Fun?? 

UNCLE GREG: Yep! Believe it or not, having to work for every meal is . . . well, refreshing. And the food tastes better, too. But, you know what my favorite thing is about living up here by myself? 
AMANDA: (joking) Chopping firewood?

Uncle Greg: Haha! That’s good exercise, but, no.
Alex: Sled dogs?
Uncle Greg: Nope. Spending time with my father!
AMANDA: What?

Alex: Ummm, Uncle Greg, Grandpa’s not here. 

Uncle Greg: Not that father! My Heavenly Father. I just love being outside seeing all the beauty He’s created and praising Him for it. And then I love sitting by the fire, exploring His Word for hours on end. 
Amanda: Is that because there aren’t any churches up here?
