DAY 3 SKIT
PREMISE: Two teenage siblings visit their uncle at his log cabin in the Arctic wilderness.
COSTUMES: Winter clothes and accessories.
PROPS: Breakfast table and chairs, fishing pole, a couple cardboard fish, a stack of 3x5 cards, and a Bible.
(ALEX and AMANDA are seated at the table inside the cabin trying to build a card tower out of 3x5 cards. Then UNCLE GREG enters with a fishing pole and a couple cardboard fish.)
Uncle GREG: Ah . . . it feels so good to get out of the cold!
ALEX: (to UNCLE GREG) Looks like you caught a couple good ones there! 

UNCLE GREG: (he holds up the cardboard fish he “caught”) Yeah . . . not bad. The fish around here taste like cardboard, though. So, how’s the tower coming?
(ALEX bumps the table making the cards fall.)

ALEX: Sorry.
Amanda: Well, if Alex would stop bumping the table, we might be able to get higher than one story!
Alex: I didn’t mean to! 
AMANDA: (to UNCLE GREG) Can you help us? 
Uncle GReg: Sure. Try it again and let me see what the problem is.

AMANDA: Okay. (to ALEX) Don’t touch the table.
ALEX: Okay, okay!
(AMANDA attempts to build the card tower again.)
UNCLE GREG: Boy, does this bring back memories. In the wintertime, when it was too cold to be outside, Uncle David and I used to love making towers.
ALEX: Really? They had index cards back then??
UNCLE GREG: Of course they had index cards. How old do you think I am? On second thought, don’t answer that.
(Cards fall again.)

AMANDA: (defeated) It’s no use. I can’t do it.
Uncle Greg: You know what the problem is? Your foundation is weak.
Alex: Huh?
Uncle Greg: Watch. (then he constructs a card tower with a strong foundation by folding the cards on the bottom in half, creating a tent, and then placing flat cards on top)
AMANDA: I didn’t think about folding them.
UNCLE: I know. It’s unconventional, but the key to a sturdy tower is a strong foundation. See? (as he bumps the table) You can even bump the table, and it won’t fall.
AMANDA: Wow. That does make a difference, doesn’t it.
Uncle Greg: It sure does. And you know what? Having a strong foundation is important for people, too.
Amanda: Is that why Alex has such big feet? So he won’t fall over? (she chuckles at her own joke)
Alex: Hardy har har. You are so funny.
Uncle Greg: No, with people it’s important to have God’s Word as our foundation. Remember the Bible account about the wise man who built his house on the rock and the foolish man who built his house on the sand?  

ALEX & AMANDA: Yeah.
UNCle Greg: Well, that’s exactly what the story is talking about. When the storms came, the foolish man’s house came crashing down. And why was that?

AMANDA: Because his foundation was weak.

UNCLE GREG: Exactly! And why did the wise man’s house stay standing?

AMANDA: Because his foundation was strong.

Alex: So how do we build our lives on God’s Word?
