DAY 5 SKIT
PREMISE: Two teenage siblings visit their uncle at his log cabin in the Arctic wilderness.
COSTUMES: Winter clothes and accessories.
PROPS: Two duffle bags, “gold” nugget.
SOUND EFFECTS: Bush plane arrival.
(UNCLE GREG steps out of the cabin and yells for ALEX and AMANDA.)
UNCLE GREG: Alex! Amanda! It’s time to go! The plane will be here soon! (pause) Alex?! Where could they be?
(Then UNCLE GREG goes to find them. As he exits backstage, ALEX and AMANDA enter from the rear of the auditorium. They’re excited, thinking they’ve found a nugget of gold.)
AMANDA: (giddy with excitement) I can’t believe this is happening to us! Can you?!
ALEX: No, I can’t. I mean I’ve never won anything…ever! Not even at my own birthday party!
AMANDA: Haha! I can’t wait to tell Uncle Greg!

ALEX: And what about mom?! Wonder what she’ll say?
Amanda: Maybe she’ll let us stay longer!
(AMANDA and ALEX enter the cabin.)

AMANDA: (disappointed) He’s not here. Wonder where he went.
ALEX: Hmm…bet he went to check his traps.
AMANDA: Yeah, you’re probably right. Let’s go find him.
(AMANDA and ALEX exit the cabin.)

ALEX: I’ll go this way and you go that way.

AMANDA: No, remember? He said we should never go out alone.

ALEX: Oh, yeah. Well…then let’s go this way.

(ALEX and AMANDA begin to exit the auditorium. Then UNCLE GREG returns to the stage and sees ALEX and AMANDA leaving.)
UNCLE GREG: Hey guys! Stop! 

(ALEX and AMANDA immediately stop and return to the stage.)

ALEX: Uncle Greg! 

AMANDA: We were just going to look for you!

UNCLE GREG: And that’s exactly what I’ve been doing!

ALEX: (confused) You’ve been looking for you?
UNCLE GREG: Haha! No! I’ve been looking for you, silly! The plane will be here any minute.
AMANDA: Sorry. We finished packing and decided to walk down to the stream one last time. 
ALEX: (excited, he hides the nugget behind his back) And guess what we found?!
UNCLE GREG: Uh…I don’t know. An arrowhead?

AMANDA: Nope. Something worth a million arrowheads!

ALEX: Gold! (as he holds out the golden nugget, then hands it to UNCLE GREG) We struck gold!

AMANDA: We’re gonna be rich! All of us!

ALEX: (notices UNCLE GREG’S straight face) What’s wrong? Why aren’t you excited?
UNCLE GREG: Well…I hate to burst your bubble, but this isn’t gold. It’s pyrite. 

AMANDA: Pyrite?

UNCLE GREG: Yeah. Some call it “Fool’s Gold.” There’s lots of it up here (as he hands it back to ALEX).
ALEX: (feeling sorry for himself) Told you I never win anything.
UNCLE GREG: Sorry guys. But, you know…even if you did find gold, it couldn’t even compare to the treasure you already have.
AMANDA: You mean the Bible, don’t you. 

uncle greg: I sure do. I was reading in Psalm 119 this morning and memorized verse 162: “I rejoice at Your word as one who finds great treasure.” Think about that. Remember how excited you were when you thought you found gold? Well, in the same way, we should be rejoicing every day that we have God’s Word!
AMANDA: (sincere) You’re right, Uncle Greg. And I am thankful for the Bible…more than I ever have been!
ALEX: Yeah, me too…thanks to you.

UNCLE GREG: No…thanks to God. He’s the One who’s softened your hearts.

(Then the sound of the bush plane arriving [sfx] is heard.)

UNCLE GREG: Well, it’s time to go. Better get your bags.
ALEX: I’ll get them (as he enters the cabin to retrieve their duffle bags).
AMANDA: I wish we didn’t have to leave. 

UNCLE GREG: I know. I wish you didn’t either. I’m gonna miss you guys.
(ALEX returns with the duffle bags. Then AMANDA takes hers.)

UNCLE GREG: Why don’t you both run on ahead so the pilot knows we’re here.
ALEX: Okay.

AMANDA: But you’re coming to see us off aren’t you?

UNCLE GREG: Of course I am. I’ll be right behind you.

(ALEX and AMANDA exit with their duffle bags toward the rear of the auditorium.)

Uncle Greg: (he looks up to the sky and prays) Father, thank you for answering my prayer by giving Alex and Amanda a hunger for Your Word. May it continue to get stronger every day. And thank you for letting me have this time with them. It’s really been special. 
(UNCLE GREG exits, following after ALEX and AMANDA.)
