PUPPET PAL-IT'S A SUPERSTAR!

God
can’t tell a lie (Titus 1:2), so since He wrote the Bible, that means
every word is true!

Teacher: Wow! Here’s another star for being true. Stick a star on
Kai's arm.

Day 1: Puppet Script (Pre-Primary)

Teacher: Another star for being the most read book. Put a star
on Kai's other arm.

Puppet: And guess what? God changes people’s lives as they
read the Bible!

Tedcher: God sure has used the Bible to change my life! | love

Puppet: Well, something unusual happened.

Wow, am | glad you were just kid-
ding! | wouldn’t want to eat just once a week.

Day 5: Puppet Script (Pre-Primary)

Teacher: That would be miserable, wouldn’t it? You would be so
unhappy, and you wouldn’t stay healthy, either.

Puppet: That's for sure. I'd be in bad shape before I knew it.

Teacher: Well, you know what, Kai? Some people treat their
Bibles sort of like that.

Puppet: What do you mean?
