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Weleome back, Time Travelers! We hope you had an awesome time at
Time Lab today, traveling to Old Testament locations searching for Son of God sightings.

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Hello, Time Travelers! Today our animal pal, Sergeant the St. Bernard, reminded us
that as he seeks and saves the lost, Jesus seeks and saves those who are spiritually lost! In the begin-
ning, Adam and Eve disobeyed God’s command about what they were to eat. After they disobeyed
(sinned), the creation was no longer “very good.” God said the punishment for sin is death, and he
killed at least one animal to provide coverings for Adam and Eve. Then he sent them from the garden
so they wouldn’t eat from the Tree of Life and live forever on earth in their sinfulness. From that time
on, people sacrificed animals as a way to cover their sin because every person is born a sinner and
chooses to disobey God. Yet animal sacrifices couldn’t take away sin—they only provided a covering for
disobedience. And animals aren’t people; we needed someone—a perfect person—to take the punish-
ment of death on our behalf.

The Creator promised from the beginning to send someone who would save them (Genesis 3:15).
This was the first promise that Jesus would one day come to save the world. About 4,000 years after
Jesus created everything, God sent his Son to earth as a tiny baby, as he promised! Jesus lived a com-
pletely perfect life.

Jesus, the Lamb of God who was fully human and fully God, took our sin upon himself as he died on
the cross to become the last, best, and final sacrifice. And he rose from the dead on the third day, showing
that God had accepted his sacrifice! God sent his Son because he loved us! He came to seek and save us
from our sin, provide a way for us to have fellowship with him again, and give us eternal life with him in
heaven. We can receive the gift of eternal life when we repent of our sin (say we are sorry and turn from
sin) and believe that Jesus is our only Savior from sin.

Jesus always has been, always will be ready to love and forgive those who truly want to be-
come his children!
