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G’day again, mates! In the eucalypt forest today, you learned all about koalas, like our animal 
pal Paula.

God wants us to always be 
truthful, but none of us are. The punishment for our sin is death (Romans 6:23). Because we sin, we 
cannot go to be with God in heaven when we die. God is holy and cannot allow sin in his presence. 
He is also just, which means he must punish sin. But because God loves us so much, he sent Jesus to 
rescue us from sin so we can go to heaven to be with God.

God sent his Son, Jesus, to earth as a baby boy. Jesus lived a perfect life as a man, and then he made 
the greatest sacrifice ever by giving up his life to die on the cross in place of sinners. He was buried 
and sealed in a tomb. But because he’s God, he didn’t stay dead. Jesus rose from the dead! Now 
Jesus offers every person the gift of eternal life in heaven. 

You can become part of God’s family by repenting of your sin and believing that Jesus is God and 
that he took the punishment for your sin. As part of God’s family, you can look forward to living in 
heaven with Jesus forever!
