WEEK 1  • DAY 1
A. Adam and Eve were the first two people. They did not share an ancestor with apes!

WEEK 1  • DAY 2
A. God created people in his image, not in the image of apes.

Q. Who created us in his image?

WEEK 1  • DAY 3
A. Yes! This verse seems to suggest that Adam wrote a book.

WEEK 1  • DAY 4
A. They were farmers, shepherds, city builders, musicians, and metalworkers.

Q. What abilities did our early ancestors have? 

Genesis 4:3–4, 17–22



WEEK 1  • DAY 5
A. Some people lived or hid out in caves! They were “cave people”!

Q. Where did some people live?

Genesis 19:30; Judges 6:2; 1 Samuel 13:6

Week 3

Why do I need 
a Savior?

Read John 1:1–14.



WEEK 3  • DAY 1
A. God cursed his creation and sentenced Adam and Eve 

to death. The punishment for our sin is death.

Q. What was the punishment for Adam and 
Eve’s sin? What is the punishment for our sin?

Genesis 2:17; Genesis 3; Romans 5:12, 6:23



WEEK 3  • DAY 2
A. Someone to crush the head of the serpent. A Savior!

Q. Who did God promise to someday 
send to deal with the curse of death?

Genesis 3:15



WEEK 3  • DAY 3
A. God sent his Son, Jesus Christ!

Q. Who did God send to be our Savior?

Galatians 4:4; John 3:16–21



WEEK 3  • DAY 4
A. Jesus died for our sins, was buried, and rose on the 

third day, just as the Scripture describes.

Q. What did Jesus do for us?

1 Corinthians 15:3–4



WEEK 3  • DAY 5
A. We need to repent of our sin and believe that Jesus died on the cross in our 

place, paying the penalty for sin on our behalf, and rose from the dead.

Q.  How do we receive eternal life?

Acts 20:21; Romans 5:8, 10:9–10; Ephesians 2:8–9

WEEK 4  • DAY 1
A. We need to love God and people.

Q. Who should I love?

WEEK 4  • DAY 2
A. Look after orphans and widows.

Q. How can I help others? Who can I help?

James 1:27



WEEK 4  • DAY 3
A. Give to the hungry, poor, those who need clothes, etc.

Q. How can I help others? Do you 
know anyone you can help?

Matthew 25:31–46



WEEK 4  • DAY 4
A. The weak.

Q. Who needs my help?

Psalm 41:1



WEEK 4  • DAY 5
A. Care about other people and look for ways to help them.

Week 5

What is my purpose 
in God’s family?

Read 1 Corinthians 12.



WEEK 5  • DAY 1
A. Every child of God has an important job in God’s family—

nobody is more important than anyone else.

Q. Who is the most important 
member of God’s family?

1 Corinthians 12:14–27



WEEK 5  • DAY 2
A. Fear God and keep his commands.

Q. How can I please God and 
show my love for him?

Ecclesiastes 12:13–14; 1 John 5:1–5; 2 John 1:5–6



WEEK 5  • DAY 3
A. Christians were created in Christ Jesus to do good works. 

Good works can’t save us (we are saved by grace through faith) 
but should be our way of showing our love for God.

Q. What is my purpose as a Christian? Can 
my good works save me from hell?

Ephesians 2:1–10



WEEK 5  • DAY 4
A. Read and study the Bible to find out what God wants me to do. 

Q. How can I be ready to do good works?

2 Timothy 3:16–17



WEEK 5  • DAY 5
A. We should be careful to glorify God, not ourselves, with our good deeds.

Q.  Who should receive the 
glory for my good works?
